• carefully research the admission and records processing and financial aid issues. 
• assess multiple winter intersession models and lengths with respect to logistics and pedagogy. 

• share BC-specific issues with the districtwide taskforce.

Make recommendations to Academic Senate concerning the Academic Calendar as it relates to the proposal of a Winter 

Intersession including the implementation timelines no sooner than the 2023-24 school year. 

The recommendation is to be given by the April 22nd Academic Senate Meeting.
