Resolution to Continue Zoom Meetings for February 2022

WHEREAS: AB 361 (Rivas) signed into law by the Governor on September 16, 2021 extends
the ability of legislative bodies to meet via Zoom until January 31, 2022 and then require a vote
every 30 days thereafter until January 1, 2024 to continue the Zoom meetings if a health
emergency continues to exist;

WHEREAS: Kern County hospitalizations are expected to surge starting in mid-January 2022
as described in the November 13th article in the Californian
