Step 1

Incident is reported  

Step 2

Staff responds immediately with Personal 
Protective Equipment and materials for cleaning 

and sanitizing procedures 

Step 3

The electrostatic sprayer unit is used with 
disinfectant with a 10-minute period to dry down. 

All surfaces are then wiped down properly 

Step 4

Check room air purifiers and make sure filter is in 
working condition for portable units and ensure 
that the HVAC Bioionization systems accordingly

Step 5

Cleaning is done on a daily basis but if an 
exposure is reported this is what we do for 

sanitation/ disinfecting an area
