Indirect Academic Scholarship Program
Transfer, GAP Year and High School International F-1Visa Students

Students who are enrolling with GCU and are not eligible for the high school academic scholarship program (enrolled at GCU the
semester following high school graduation), or students who are attending with an International F-1 Visa may be eligible for a transfer
scholarship. A transfer scholarship is based on a student’s unweighted high school GPA, their cumulative college transfer GPA if they
have six or more college credits, or their ACT/SAT scores. ACT/SAT scores require a minimum 2.5 unweighted high school GPA.
