Whereas, the Interclub Council (ICC) meetings are not being held with a mandatory
attendance from the Department on Student Organizations
Whereas, many ICC representatives from registered StudOrgs have not attended meetings
often, or at all, as tracked by attendance records

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Whereas, according to COBRA 502.10(b):
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Each registered StudOrg should send their ICC Representative (ICC Rep) to the
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meetings
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1) If the ICC Rep is not able to attend, it is the responsibility of the StudOrg Leadership

to send an alternative member to the ICC Meeting or connect with the Director to receive

missed information.

Whereas, many ICC representatives have yet to comply with this request

Whereas, mandatory attendance of all ICC representatives/alternates is crucial in order to

help the StudOrg be well informed

Whereas, mandatory attendance will allow the ICC to be a more effective, involved, and

cohesive body within BCSGA

Whereas, the mandatory attendance will allow for the ICC representatives who are actively

engaging with the Department on Student Organizations and BCSGA to have a stronger,

unified organizational voice

Whereas, this stronger, unified organizational voice will allow the ICC to have more power of

influence within the Department on Student Organizations

Whereas, the ICC representatives who fail to attend should relinquish all rights to the ICC
