The ISA’s Educational Impact 



• Bakersfield College international (F-1) population 
has grown 50% over the past 1.5 years 

The ISA’s Financial Impact 

Fee Cost 

F-1 Visa Tuition $193/unit 

Resident Fees $46/unit 

Capital Outlay Fees $13/unit 

Total $252/unit 

• Minimum 12 units x $252       = $3,024 per student 

• 54 enrolled students x $3,024     = $163,296 for entire class 

• 2 semesters x $163,296               = $326,592 per year
