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4128 Students seeking to enroll in Allied Health clinical programs must furnish such

consents and information (including, but not limited to, all names used by the
student, social security numbers, birth date, and addresses) as may be required
to carry out the background checks, and to provide access to the results to the
District (and the clinical facility, as necessary). For students under age 18,
parental consent will be required. The District and Colleges shall maintain any
information received in strict confidence, in a secure location. In the event
enrollment in a course involving placement in a clinical facility is denied for
causes related to the background check, the District shall notify the student of the
action taken, the name, address, and telephone number of the agency furnishing
the report, the student's right to obtain a free copy of the report, and the student's
right to dispute the accuracy or completeness of any information in the report.
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
