The March 8, 2017 report from Institutional Research shows enrollment at BC for Spring
2017 increased by 401 FTES (6.1%) over Sprung 2016. The district as a whole increased
by 405.4 FTES (4.5%) compared to spring 2016.

FTES/FTEF to 17.1 FTES/FTEF.
