For this SLO we looked at 6 different skillsets:

eClearly Follows Basic Speech Structure (Introduction, Body,
Conclusion), 12 of 19 (63%) met this skill

* Chooses an organizational structure that is appropriate to the topic
and speaker's goals, 12 of 19 (63%) met this skill

eIncorporates personal experiences effectively, 10 of 19 (52%) met this
skill

eIncorporates cited research effectively, 11 of 19 (57%) met this skill
eCites sources fully and clearly, 9 of 19 (47%) met this skill

eCites sources conversationally, 9 of 19 (47%) met this skill

Our students skill development was far greater when it came to
organizing their speeches. The area where their skill development
suffered was source citation.

In our work for all three courses over the summer we added new
exercises to further SLO 2 skills.

In COMM B1 we completely overhauled the workbook so that it now
includes 21 activities to help develop SLO 2 skills, 5 of which are
specifically oral citation exercises.

In COMM B4 the instructors are piloting different activities to develop
best practices.

In COMM B8 we added several new activities related to SLO 2 to the
workbook.
