Spring 2018 Enrollment:

The April 8, 2018 enrollment update (first day of open registration) from Institutional
Research shows:

- enrollment at BC for Summer 2018 is 33.2% higher than the same time last summer
which is a 275.2 FTES growth this summer over last summer.

- enrollment at BC for Fall 2018 is 31.4% higher than the same time last fall which is a
982.9 FTES growth this fall over last fall.

Need based growth:

Need-Based Growth

Since 2015, the funding formula has allocated growth with greater focus on serving student and

community need. SB 860 directed the development of a revised growth formula and specified that the

formula include the following need factors:

e The number of people within a district’s boundaries who do not have a college degree.

e The number of people who are unemployed, have limited English skills, who are in poverty, or who
exhibit other signs of being disadvantaged, as determined by the district’s factors of educational
attainment, unemployment, and households below poverty.

I'he model allocates 49.9% of the growth funding based on access and 50.1% based on need (only those

districts that have need that is greater than their current access qualify for a portion of these funds).

[hese two amounts are summed to determine the total amount of growth funding for which each district

would quahfy.
