Spring 2019 Enrollment:   

The January 30, 2019 enrollment update from Institutional Research shows: 

- Enrollment at BC for Spring 2019 is 2.6% higher than the same time last spring which is a  
179.2 FTES increase this spring over last spring.    

- Enrollment districtwide for Spring 2019 is 4.4% higher than the same time last fall which is 
a 418.6 FTES increase this spring over last spring. 
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BC SouthWest and CSU Bakersfield Co-Location 

The KCCD Board of Trustees reviewed the BC SouthWest and co-location proposals in closed session at their 
retreat on Tuesday, January 29.  The Board reported no action taken during the closed session.  
 
 
Accreditation Update 

The ACCJC Commission reviewed the Bakersfield College report during the commission meeting in January. 
The commission reaffirmed Bakersfield College’s accreditation for the next seven years. There were no 
compliance Recommendations. There were no improvement Recommendations. Further, BC received three 
Commendations and the District one Commendation. 
 
 
Early College Update 

Retired Senator Jean Fuller will lead BC’s Early College work.  In addition to our established cohorts at 
Wonderful Academy and Wasco, BC is partnering with high schools to support the implementation of Early 
College at varying levels.  Current sites include McFarland, Arvin, Shafter, Delano, and Valley Oaks Charter 
School (homeschool). 

BC and McFarland will host a launch event on February 13 at 5pm at McFarland High.
