The September 4, 2019 enrollment update from Institutional Research shows: 

- Enrollment at BC for fall 2019 is 6.1% higher than the same time last fall which is a  
449.6 FTES increase this fall over last fall.

According to PayScale’s 2019 College Salary Report, BC is in the top 20% of schools with the highest-paid 

graduates surveyed. PayScale reported that early career pay for BC graduates averages $46,300 per year, 

while mid-career pay averages $70,900 per year.
