Data Snippet: Improving Equity in “On-Path” Percentage

Since introducing the Program Pathways Mapper, BC has improved students’ “on-path”
percentage, indicating improved access to program maps combined with improved
advising supports like the introduction of Starfish has advanced our equity agenda. Among
students pursuing an ADT, white students increased their on-path percentage by 11
percentage points while Black students increased by 15 percentage points and Latinx
students increase by 18 percentage points.
